As part of the Young Audiences (YA) mission to “inspire young people and
expand their learning through the arts” this United We Discover Library
Collection has been created to support Disability learning, and is used in
conjunction with YA’s United We Discover Professional Learning Lab and
Residencies.

YA’s United We Discover Professional Learning Lab is a hands-on creative
experience for New Jersey teaching artists, arts specialists, classroom
teachers, and organizational partners. In community we will examine how
collaborative learning design and implementation can increase meaningful
inclusion & Arts Equity within school settings. Participants engage with
opportunities to experience, understand, discuss and co-design learning
experiences for art forms including dance, theatre, photography, spoken
word, songwriting, and visual art. The sessions are delivered by artists who
offer a unique and valuable contribution to Arts and Arts Education for
students. Leadership from Disabled artists and their allies will encourage
our shared responsibility to provide nurturing, challenging, supportive and
stimulating arts centered environments for students with and without
Disabilities.

2024.
